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Series 2000 Genset Engines
Changed connection point for coolant venting

The connection point for engine coolant venting on Series 2000 genset engines has been changed (see drawing
on next page).

The previous engine-side line between the elbow with the connection point "Inlet pre-heating line" and the
previous connection point is no longer fitted. In future, the venting line must be connected directly at the

connecting elbow. Connection geometry remains unaltered.

For engines with air-charge-air cooling a suitable hose line is supplied. It must be ensured that the hose line is
installed with a continuous upward incline.
